OTHER SUPPORT SERVICES

Assist students who need extra academic support 

due to medical, physical, or emotional concerns.

STUDENT ACCOMMODATIONS

Depending on diagnosis, students may have access to 

the following accommodations:

• Access to Academic Support Center for small 

group testing

• Extended time on tests  and assignments

• Preferential seating to reduce distractions

• Access to study guides or teacher notes

• Use of laptop for writing assignments and tests

• Use of calculator on assignments and tests

STUDENT PARTICIPATION

• Be a self-advocate regarding classroom 

accommodations

• Maintain a good behavior record in class

• Follow through with all responsibilities

• Keep up with assigned homework

• Ask questions to clarify concepts

• Begin to understand unique strengths, 

gifts, and learning style



PARENT PARTICIPATION 

• In order for students with diagnosed learning 
differences to receive accommodations, parents 
must provide documentation of learning needs 
to the Academic Support Specialist

• Provide an Educational Evaluation Report  to the 
Academic Support Specialist. This report must 
be updated every three (3) years.

• Keep communication open with the Academic 
Support Specialist, student, and teachers.

• Be actively involved with the student’s progress 
and provide the necessary organizational tools.

• Partner with the teachers to ensure your 
student’s academic success.

FEES 

• $750 per year.
• Financial Assistance, available upon request, 

from the Business Office.
